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Class Dashboard -> Customize Class Settings

Identity Masking: (Must be ON)
Identity masking is for teachers who would like their students to collaborate online, yet still demand the utmost in student privacy. Identity masking will hide the true identity of students by scrambling their names with a secure cipher. Students can sill make comments, but only you will be able to tell their true identity. 

Homework Mode: (Can be ON or OFF)
This mode only allows students to view their own blog, topic blogs and assignment blogs. This is great when you want students to be able to polish their posts before the class gets to read and comment on them. 

Lock Topical Blogs: (Can be ON or OFF)
This mode is similar to 'homework mode' except that it locks students out of posting in topical blogs. This is useful if you would like to lock the discussion until students get to class, or wish to create a due date for submitting postings. 

cMail: (Must be ON)
This option is on by default. cMail is a closed loop email system designed to work with classchatter. Student's can only send mail to their instructor and all mail is permanently archived for safekeeping. Turning this option off will disallow students from receiving cMail.

RSS Feeds: (Must be OFF)
This option is off by default. RSS feeds are a great way to publish student's work to the world. Turning this option on will give you the option of creating an RSS feed for any personal or topical blog. You can publish your Teacher's Blog to RSS with this function turned off.

Student Edit: (Can be ON or OFF)
Turning off this feature will remove the ability of students to edit their own posts. Turning this off feature can be useful if students are abusing their edit privilege or if you would like a permanent record of students' work.

Stealth Topic Blogs: (Can be ON or OFF)
This feature only allows students to see their own (and the teacher's) posts within a "Topic Blog." After teachers are satisfied with the content and quality of the student posts turning off this option will reveal all posts for sharing and commenting among classmates.

Lock Student Passwords: (Can be ON or OFF)
This feature allows the teacher to prevent students from changing their passwords. Teachers may activate this feature at any time to freeze passwords in their current state.

Personal Blogs: (Can be ON or OFF)
If you choose not to use personal blogs, you may wish to turn them off to avoid distractions among your students. The students will have no access to this feature if the option is switched to off.

Read Only: (Can be ON or OFF)
Turning on this option will remove the ability for students to post or add comments to personal and topic blogs. Students will still be able to read the posts of these blogs, and students will still have access to cMail and Assignments.
